BUILDING AN ELECTROMAGNET

In this lesson, we performed an experiment to build an electromagnet. To build the
electromagnet we took a standard piece of wire and wrapped it around and around a bolt.
After the wire was completely wrapped around the bolt we connected the two ends of the wire
to a +12V battery made of AA type batteries and saw a very small but visible magnetic force
created.

The schematic below represents the circuit symbol for the circuit that we built to make the
electromagnet. As you can see, only a battery and an inductor were necessary.
